After a period in the family textile business, the designerlived
for many years in Japan, moving to Tokyo towards the end of
his stay, where he spent his formative years in the studio of Ja-
panese architect and designer Shiro Kuramata. Following his
return to England, he enrolled in the Architecture Association
in London,establishing his own design practice in 1981.
